Friday, 26" of July 2013

to sit and rest a little in the lounge before boarding our flight. There was
a slight delay due to a very special dignitary who boarded our flight.

Pastor Zimba was excited to see his future wife in her wedding dress but |
told him he had to wait till Saturday to see her in the dress because that
picture of her will stay with him forever!

After a perfect fit for the dress, and | was so proud of my wife because she made the whole dress just on measurements
and it fitted perfectly much to the relief of Suzette who had worked very hard to complete the dress in time.

Next, we drove into town as Milward has some business at the bank and
next we went to Spar in Lilongwe to buy a few things and then to Checkers
to buy the chicken we needed.

After a few hours were started our drive to Milward’s home in Walilanji!
During the trip, we chatted and took photos of the beautiful sunset.

Soon we arrived at the house with Takondwa and Favor waiting for us on
the steps of their home. They were so happy to see us and quickly we took
all the groceries out of the car and put our bags in our house.

Soon we were sitting in the lounge when Jimmy and Junior came in to greet us and welcome us to their home. We
chatted and caught up on a few things before we left for the Good Samaritan Church for the Friday night service.

The church was full of excited people who had come to the Friday night church service. | preach on Standing Frim in the
storm. This had a great impact because there had been a few storms in the lives of the church members and so the
message was well received. | also gave an altar call and many people came forward to receive salvation and | laid hands
on these people.

After the service, we went home and enjoy a lovely cup of coffee and Milward was so impressed by my sermon. We
chatted and soon it was time to say good night.

Saturday, 27 July 2013

While waiting Milward showed me his offices which we really neat
and well stocked and planned. He has boardrooms, Offices all in his
building.

We travelled all over and | recognized many of the places where we
had, had previous outreaches like Bua, Longwe and Mchiniji.

We even went to his one business right on the Zambian border.

Throughout this trip, | could not help but be reminded of Joseph in the Bible that stored up the grain for Pharaoh.
— _ ‘. After this trip, we arrived home, had some coffee and breakfast and
then we drove to Sinumbe for the outreach.

What struck us at this outreach was the number of people who came to
attend. There were people from all over the region there and when we
got out of our cars, pastors from all over greeted us and welcomed us.

Milward has paid particular attention to our comfort and had built a

. : shelter for us to sit under so that the sun would not bother us.

What a blessing this shelter was because even though it was mid-winter, the temperature was still a very warm 26
degrees Celsius. There were many choirs and singers and the music and praise and worship was fantastic and we really
enjoyed it.

Next, we were asked to pray over the foundations of the new Sinumbe church that
Milward was going to start building that Monday. The foundations were already dug
and so we went to these foundations and prayed a blessing over the Sinumbe church
and dedicated this ground to God’s Kingdom and work.

After the dedication, | started preaching. | told everyone how blessed they were. Next,
| asked if anyone there at Sinumbe felt not blessed. A few people put up their hands
and | asked them to come forward and sit in the front of the ministry area. Then | asked
the people sitting to come and bring gifts of money and put it in the centre of the circle
of people and bless these people with a hug. handshakes and good wishes.

We took all the money and divided it between the people who came forward and they
went to sit down and were blessed.

This act got everyone’s attention and as | started preaching about living a
life that is pleasing to God and God honouring. The people listened and took
notes and paid careful attention to what | was saying.

The message was very well received and when | asked the people who
wanted to accept Jesus Christ as their personal Saviour, many, many came
forward and we prayed the sinner’s prayer with them.

After this, | laid hands on each and every person and once again many were
set freed from Demonic oppression.

I deC|ded to close the day’s events with a story for the children because they sat so patiently and were so good during
the whole event, that | felt in my spirit that | needed to address them too. So | called them to the front and told them
the dramatic story of David, where some of the children acted out the main characters. The children loved this and
laughed and participated in the story as the Bible became real in front of their eyes.

Only,
once we had arrived after 2pm, were we told that these people had been waiting patiently for us since early morning!
This makes one very humble that people hold you in such high regard that they will wait patiently without complaining
for you to arrive. What wonderful people the Malawian are!

On arriving at the Embassy Chapel of All Nations and being welcomed by
Pastor Zimba, we entered the church, which was filled with people who
were excited, expectation and in great anticipation of my message!

As we entered they were busy taking up the offering and when Milward and
| gave money into this offering the people erupted in praise and applause.

| was asked by Pastor Zimba to preach on giving and | did. This message was
well received by the church but | said to them that even if they are giving as
God requires but are not saved it means nothing for their eternal future. | challenged them to accept Jesus Christ as
their personal Saviour and more than 60% of the people there stood up and asked Jesus Christ into their hearts.

| then prayed for these people and there were many people set free from demonic oppression. | even got a fist in my
mouth as a demon manifested in a woman who had a baby on her back. | was trying to get the baby off her when her
first hit me squarely in my mouth — the cost of working for God ©



We also prayed for anyone else who wanted prayer and then left for Milward’s home
where he had invited some pastors to have dinner and fellowship with us.

When we got home, Milward sent me with his driver to see Pastor Joshua who wanted
us to pray for his family. | spent a wonderful time with Joshua and God gave me a word
of knowledge for Pastor Joshua and his son Jerusalem.

Yes, we are happy to go home to our loved ones but then we leave our other loved in
Malawi!
